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Grandview History:

In 1943 Z. Cartter Patten, Jr. acquired the land and
mineral rights to a substantial landholding from
Grandview Timber and Mining Company, based in
Cincinnati, Ohio. From the time of purchase, he referred
to the land as Grandview, hence the name of today’s
premier development atop Walden’s Ridge on Signal
Mountain, TN.

For years, and until his death in 1982, Mr. Patten
had an abiding love of the land. Consequently, for over
6 decades Grandview has been nurtured and protected
through solid conservation practices by the Patten family.
Bounded on the east by Standifer and North
Chickamauga Creeks; on the west by Hiawassee Land
Company; and on the north by other Patten family land
holdings, the stewards of Grandview have insured the
stability and integrity of the development, while
maintaining the land’s natural beauty and serenity within
a neighborhood setting.
